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RULES AND REGULATIONS

1. This is an official school function; consequently, ALL school rules and regulations are in effect.  Students will be expected to maintain the highest standards of Foreign Language and behavior as a member of the North Tonawanda High School Foreign Language Program.

2. All radios, tape recorders, CD players, etc. on the bus or plane shall have earphones and not played out loud.  They are solely the owner’s responsibility in case of theft, damage, etc.  They are also subject to bus restrictions.  They are not to be used while on guided tours under any circumstances.
3. Drinks, food, etc. may be brought on the bus, however, drink containers must be re-seal able and should be water.  The bus must remain clean and in the condition it was delivered.  

4. There will be no standing on the bus or plane (except to go to the restroom), kneeling in the seats, sitting on the arms of chairs, etc., ...there shall be no loud behavior on the bus or plane at any time.

5. Two of the chaperones are to leave the bus or plane first.  At each stop, EVERYONE is to stay in their seats until they are given instructions as to what to do by their team leaders.

6. Any use or possession of alcoholic beverages, drugs of any type (unless indicated by parent on medical forms), tobacco products, gambling, or any type of harassment by students will result in immediate removal of the student (s) from the tour.  The parents will be notified of the problem and will be expected to arrange transportation home for their student.  Referral of the situation to the school administration will follow.     

***NOTE*** In order to avoid involvement, it is suggested that if any student has knowledge of alcoholic beverages, drugs of an type, tobacco products, gambling, or any type of harassment by students, they should report the same immediately to Ms. Lamparelli.

7. No one will change rooming assignments or bus/plane seat assignments without permission of Ms. Lamparelli.  This permission WILL NOT be granted except in the most extreme circumstances.

8. Ms. Lamparelli and chaperones (under the direction of Ms. Lamparelli) reserve the right to inspect, at any time, any student’s room and or belongings.

9. No swimming in the pool without chaperones present.

10. No one will leave the school or home situation at any time, this includes the room area, without permission from Ms. Lamparelli or a chaperone.
11. We will attend every function as a total unit.  Do not ask for special permission to go somewhere or do something as individuals or small groups.  This includes meals, whether you eat or not.

12. There will be no inter-room/ house visitations by anyone in the group after curfew.  Curfew will be indicated by the host families, the school and Ms. Lamparelli.  Lights out means lights off, television off, radios and phones machines off.  IT’S TIME TO SLEEP.

13. Any time there is an inter-room / home visit with both male and female students, before curfew, the door to the room is to remain open and there must be at least three people in the room.
14. While on the bus or plane, or in any activity associated with the bus or plane, the bus chaperones are in charge, the team leaders are in control of their teams.  Ms. Lamparelli is ultimately in charge of the entire group.

15. Each student is responsible for seeing that their own luggage, etc. is loaded and unload. Do not bring more than you can lift. (1 medium sized suit case and a bookbag)
16. There shall be no behavior which will jeopardize the name or reputation of the North Tonawanda High School Foreign Language Department or North Tonawanda Schools at any time.

17. Ms. Lamparelli reserves the right to review and take disciplinary action for any instances not covered in the above that are deemed detrimental to the students, the group, and or the school.

18. Everyone is expected to attend school on March 21. Bring your luggage to school. We will store it until our departure.
19. All schoolwork must be completed. Obtain the assignments for the end of the day March 21, the 22nd and the 23rd.  I recommend you complete them PRIOR to our departure.
