Plants, Animals, Ideas and Diseases were exchanged between the New and Old Worlds





This occurred because the cultures of Europe and the Americas were introduced





Europeans gained new food sources and enslaved the Native Americans





Native Americans died by the millions from new European diseases and the ones that survived became slaves.





The first permanent English settlement was in Jamestown, VA in 1607.





The Separatists who included: the Pilgrims, Puritans and Quakers, settled in New England in the 1600s.





These groups came to North America for religious freedom.





It was the journey of over 20,000 English separatists to New England in the 1620s.





Pennsylvania was founded to be a safe place for the Quakers to practice their faith.





The English practiced mercantilism in order to gain power and wealth and to compete with the other nations of Europe.





The Navigation Acts were intended to ensure that England made a profit from the trade of her colonies, New England in particular.





France was England’s main rival in North America.





The French and Indian War was a direct result of this rivalry.





The colonists fought along side of the British against the French and their allies.





King George III and Parliament intended to raise taxes on the colonies to help pay off the debt.





The colonists grew angry and resentful of the British Crown and Parliament.





Thomas Paine wrote the pamphlet to encourage Americans to question their relationship with Great Britain.





The Declaration of Independence was written (approved) on July 4th 1776- its writers were: Thomas Jefferson, John Adams, Ben Franklin, Roger Sherman and Robert Livingston





George Washington was the Cmdr in Chief





Washington led his men on a daring sneak attack at dawn after crossing the frigid Delaware River.





The Battles of Saratoga are considered to be the turning point of the war.





France decided to help the U.S. after Saratoga. 





At the Battle of Yorktown General Cornwallis surrender the bulk of the British forces in the U.S. to General Washington, this made American victory in the war all but certain.





The Treaty of Paris (1783) concluded the American Revolution.





The Articles of Confederation were approved by the Continental Congress.





In Constitutional terms it means that the power to decide a matter is held by the people of the United States.





The first 10 amendments are called the Bill of Rights.





They were added after the Constitution was written to make sure that individual freedoms were protected.





George Washington was the first President of the USA.





The farmers were angry over what they though was an unfair tax on whiskey.





Washington proved that the Federal Government was strong and it would not be challenged.
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
