Community Service

To continue this service you are required to complete at least 3 hours of community service each quarter. Two of the four projects must be done with the local chapter and two others may be done with an outside organization.  They may consist of volunteering with any of the activities that we discuss at our meetings or by submitting a form acknowledging your service with a community organization such as: church, scouts, hospitals or nursing homes etc.  Service Verification Forms are available in Room 308.
Fundraising

All members are required to fundraise in lieu of membership dues.  Members are required to sell a minimum of five Zap-a-Snack items each year.  If a member sells ten products, his or her banquet ticket is free.  Fundraising usually takes place in the beginning of each year.  If a student does not fulfill his or her fundraising obligation, a student will be responsible to pay a membership fee of $25.00.
