Classroom Policies

Expectations: 


· Be RESPECTFUL, be ON TIME, and be PREPARED 
Consequences:

1.) Kind reminder and excellence is determined by meeting the expectations.
2.) Phone call home to help remind you of your responsibilities/accountability of a HS student.
3.) Report after school to an hour teacher detention.

Homework:

· Homework is assigned daily.
· Every question must be attempted and fully corrected in red (or a different color) pen to receive full credit.  If you leave one question blank, you will receive a zero.  Daily homework is worth 5 points for each assignment and will be checked by the teacher.  Homework will be randomly collected and graded.  It may be taken for a quiz grade, or collected after you have made corrections to be checked. 
· Late homework is not accepted (unless absent) and partial credit will be given if completed by the end of the day. 
Tests & Quizzes:

· There will be approximately 3-4 tests per marking period.  Tests will always be announced at least one week in advance.
· Six 10-point quizzes will be given dropping the lowest grade resulting in a 50-point quiz grade.  Calculator quizzes will be given.  
Progress Reports & Grades:

· Grades will be taken from homework, notebooks, quizzes, tests, and participation. Your total points will be divided by the Total Possible Points.    

· Progress reports will be given to every student at the 5 and 10-week mark of each marking period.
· Up-to-date grades will be available weekly on e-school.  Students without access may receive their grade from either teacher, at the end of class.       
Extra Help:

· If you do not understand something that is covered in class, please ask questions.  If you still do not understand the material after asking questions and seeking help during the given class time, you can arrange a time to see us outside of class for extra help.  

· I’m more than willing to meet with you after school by appointment.  I do take into consideration those students who sought extra help consistently when computing averages.
